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Medicines Policy
At Denton Island Nursery we work hard to maintain a safe and healthy environment for all the children who attend. 
Medications for the management of long term/ complex health needs

In keeping with our Equality of Opportunity, Inclusion and Diversity Policy we do administer medications needed to maintain the health and well-being of children with long term or complex medical needs, for example inhalers, epi-pens, medicated eczema creams etc. to ensure their rights of access to high quality early years provision is respected.
All other Medications 

Denton Island Nursery will not administer medications for the treatment of short-term illnesses/infections, for example, antibiotics, cough medicine, ear drops, eye drops etc. 
In such cases we require parents/carer to administer these medicines themselves either before or after nursery sessions.  

If a dose is due whilst the child is at nursery, we require parents/carers to return to nursery and administer such medications themselves.  

Children must remain at home for 24 hours after starting any course of medication and for 12 hours after having received an immunisation for their own health and wellbeing. 
Our Sick Child Policy describes how we ensure that as a nursery we minimise the spread of illness and infection to ensure the well-being of all the children attending Denton Island Nursery.
Rules for accepting and administering medications for the management of long term/ complex health needs

Medication must be:

· Prescribed by a doctor, pharmacist, dentist, or nurse
· Presented with a prescription label giving dosage details and the child’s name, this can also be provided on packaging that you received the medication in. 

· Medicines must be in its original container and clearly labelled.

· Treatment must have begun at home and the first dose given at least twenty-four hours before.
· Prior written permission must be obtained from parents/ carers before any medication can be administered by staff.

Medicated and Barrier creams

Denton Island Nursery will administer certain medicated creams, such as for eczema.  

Denton Island Nursery will also apply sun creams and nappy creams provided by a child’s parent/carer with prior written consent from the child’s parents/carers.
Teething products

Denton Island Nursery will administer non-medicated teething granules (e.g. camomile granules) provided by a child’s parent/carer with prior written consent but will not administer medicated teething gels.
